The Spanish tickler a.k.a. the cats paw
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The Spanish tickler also known as the cats paw was used in Europe and Spain during the middle ages.  It was sometimes attached to a handle and was an extension of the torture’s hand.  The cats paw was either hand held by a handle on the back of it or attached to a long pole.  So the torture could be distant when tearing into there victim. The claws attached were about as long as human fingers and sharp enough to tear into just about anything.  The claws were used to rip into the victim and strip the bones of flesh.  The victims were often times tied up, so they were defenseless and striped before having there flesh tore into.  Sometimes the victims were in a public place when tied up naked and tortured.  Some victims were spared and only tortured for pain but most were tortured for a slow painful humiliating death.  The torture often would begin at the limbs while slowly moving to the chest, back, neck and last the face.
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
