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The torture device called Scavenger’s Daughter or also known as Skevington’s Gyves, Iron Shackle, Stork, and Spanish A-Frame. This was invented in the reign of Henry VIII by Leonard Skevington. It’s an A-shaped metal frame as the head is trapped in to the top point, like the top of the “A”. The hands trapped at the mid-point and the legs at the lower end. This forces the body in the sitting position; so the body will be compressed and it forces blood to the nose and ears. Any movement was painfully impossible. Usually results in broken bones throughout the ribcage and spine. Restrain with discomfort. This method was for cruel and wanting infliction of physical and mental suffering. Used to contract confessions and obtain accomplices and testimonies.
